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Paradise Lost,
Paradise Found

“A mind not to be changed by place or time. The mind is its own place, and can
make a heaven of hell, a hell of heaven,” said John Milton in Paradise Lost. But my
teenage brain totally disagreed with it. I've been to Goa many times before, but this
time it was different as 1 was responsible for deciding the itinerary. So, like any
classic road trip, I pinned all locations day-wise on my map, and off we went to Goa.
To be honest, we didn't directly go to Goa as we had a 2-day pit stop around Konkan
too. Since that is not my forte, I'll skip to my own plan.

As I lay on my mom's lap, waiting for the Goa border, the streetlights pulsed through
the car window. It was less of a geographical reform as compared to my mental
reform. We cut through hills and chemical plants across the Maharashtra-Goa
Border. Dad alerted me, saying, "Welcome to Goa!" And there 1 was in the land of
Tourist Paradise. To my surprise, there were big demonic statues made of basic
crafting materials, but nonetheless studded with the best decoration and paint. It was
the day of Lakshmi Pujan, and we had no idea what it was. All statues lined up one
after another across every street, and local people were appreciating it.

We checked into our Airbnb in Pangji. The rates were already skyrocketed because of
the vacation season. 1 asked the manager what those statues were. There was one
right in front of our stay too, around 15 ft tall. “It's Narkasur, Sir," he informed me
with no mythological knowledge regarding the traditions." At midnight, he will be lit
on fire, and people will dance around it, with the DJ playing until 4 in the morning."

Although 1 thought it might be one of the occult practices, I chose to ignore the
notion and did not inquire further. From the next day onwards, we ventured to many
beaches, from south Goan Galjibaga where turtles reside for laying eggs in winter to
hustling bustling crowd-pleasing beaches like Anjuna and Calangute. We visited
many forts and churches too, from the serene architecture of Fontainhas to the
cultural melting pot of old Goa. But the two experiences that stayed with me the most
were the Cruise Ride in Panaji and Cabo de Rama fort.

Our BnB manager told us he had extra passes for today's cruise ride, and he was
selling them for dirt cheap. He had to because the ride was supposed to start in 2
hours, and he hadn't washed his hands off those tickets yet.

Not that anyone from our family drinks or smokes and miles away from
gambling, but the cheap tickets were worth the gamble we thought. We ordered
our driver to take us to the ferry as we had nothing planned for the night other
than visiting a good-reviewed restaurant in Goa. The driver waited with our car in
Cruise Lobby parking while we were escorted to the boat lobby, which would
further take us to the main cruise.

The cruise was not the one we thought it to be. It was way larger than commercial
transport ships, almost 7 stories and many paces long. The waiting lobby reeked of
cheap alcohol and fake hospitality backed with expectant eyes for extra tips. The
only reason the cruises were built was to bypass the law of not being able to build
a casino on land. It was an excellent loophole, I thought to myself. The city's view
was beautiful even from the lobby. We could see the whole Mandovi riverbank.
The only taint on the beautiful banks were the big neon and electric signs. All of
them were promoting either a toxicant or some illegal product under the pseudo-
product.

Our ferry ship arrived, which took us to the main cruise. We were pelted in, along
with other staff. Women of various racial backgrounds, most of them white. So
were men. Half of them were casino operators while half of them were bartenders
or dancers. It was so degrading to see human beings treated like exotic creatures
only based on ethnicity. The golden lights with red and black poker colour scheme
welcomed us to the beautiful grandeur of the cruise. A big hall with flights of stairs
bustling with people from all around the world. Explicit music being played at its
highest. Depressed staff working overtime, hundreds of miles away from their
families. The deafening sounds of slot machines and dancers in revealing clothes
were a shameful sight. The middle-aged men who spent their hard-earned money
were spending it on all the vices and sins, while their family members merely
pretended to enjoy it. To escape from the suffocating environment, we went to the
top of the roof of the cruise. Enjoyed our complimentary food and focused on
soaking in the 'cruise’ experience instead of 'casino’ experience. We sat back on
the ferry boat and returned to the coast as soon as possible.

The next day we were supposed to go to Cabo de Rama fort. This fort stands on the
cape, at the extreme end of Cola Village in Canacona and is also called Kholgad.
The fort was under the Sunda Kings till 1763, and subsequently, it was seized by
the Portuguese. It is surrounded by bastions of diverse forms.




There is a deep moat at the entrance. There is a Chapel of St. Anthony, a barrack,
and two springs inside the fort. Beautiful ruins of the glory days of all the rulers
who conquered the sea and people, and all left behind was nature taking its course
and defining unity across the whole fort.

The fort is beautifully placed on a cape protruding from the landmass, giving it a
terrific viewpoint of the whole sea.lt is built at a high altitude from where you can
witness the horizon blending into the sky. The path to this road is a journey in itself.
Winding road going through a tropical jungle into slopes and valleys. Then
suddenly a surge in latitude towards the end, and you arrive at the fort. The fort is
gifted with one of the most beautiful beaches in Goa. Unlike other beaches made of
sand, it is made up of pebbles which lay in the womb of voleanic rocks, which are
contrastingly sharp as a knife. On the trek from the beach to the fort above, 1 was
already panting for breath. But this time my lungs were filled with a beautiful fresh,
warm, and salty smell of the jungle and sea. On the top of the mountain, I witnessed
one of the most beautiful scenes in my whole life. Sometimes the beauty of nature
cannot be captured by mere words. Although my legs were aching, I was scorched
by the sun and sunburned. My fresh tattoo was pumping blood and stinging every
moment, but nature gave me comfort that an Air-Conditioned cruise could never
give.

The grandness of the ship could never beat the archaic mountains. Before the trip, 1
was reading the book Tao Te Ching, which is one of the primary works on Daoism. I
found the philosophy too vague and kept it back on my bookshelf, but the concept
of yin and yang stayed with me. The contrast in the paradise one day made me
think I was lost while the next day brought me on my knees. One day I witnessed
people wasting Lakshmi by gambling on Lakshmi Pujan itself, while the other day I
saw avid tourists trying to explore the best of nature.

Sometimes we navigate all the sins and pretends that surround us; we are lucky to
stumble upon one perfect moment. A minute where life is just right, and magic
exists. For us, it is that rare feeling of choosing what you love. The vices rule the
people of this Paradise. People trying to escape from reality. Trying to be carefree.
But on the bright side, Goa is the land of hope, the land of happiness, the land of the
old, young, rich, poor, modern, traditional, but all of us hoping for the silver lining of
happiness. It shows us that differences don't always have to be bad.. Sometimes, in
order for things to be found, they have to be lost in the first place .




Goan people taught me the lesson that Narkasur was just a metaphor. He
represents everything bad in humans. But by setting him ablaze, we let the flame
of happiness and positivity reign over negativity and sadness in our life.

Reflecting on John Milton's words, 1 felt what he said was maybe right. It
wasn't the beaches or nightlife that changed me. Maybe it was just the mind
trying to make your hell the heaven or heaven the hell. As I stared a mile
away contemplating, my mom called me, saying "Nachiket ! It's time to go."
Good things don't last forever, but that’s what makes them good. That's the
balance I learned, the chi(qi) I mastered, and taking on the last eyeful view, 1
learned that life always has a grander scheme. As I sat back in my car and
reflected on my experience as streetlights were pulsing on the car window, 1
remembered the lines of the poem by Javed Akhtar.

The Satpuda - The Golden
memories of Childhood

Do you ever find yourself admiring your childhood photographs? Have you ever
revisited the toy your uncle gifted you on your 6th birthday? Do you recall those
books that made you feel special in the vast universe? 1 often find myself gazing
into the golden pages of my childhood, where mesmerizing memories enrich our
entire lives.

With expertise spanning academia, industry, and
startups, he actively advises on national Al skilling initiatives and
contributes to industry reports. Passionate about mentoring, he
engages with top-tier educational institutions and is open to
collaborations for advisory roles and educational initiatives.




Beyond the professional persona of Amit the tech aficionado, the recognized
face of Fujitsu Al head, who is Amit, to you?

aAmit is very passionate, full of energy, has family values, and respects all,
regardless of whether he is younger or older. I see things the way they are, I
do not build my perspective of people on the first impression or through
somebody else. Whenever [ meet people, I understand their circumstances,
and based on that, I build my own thought process. I do not have any prejudice
or judgment from my side. I'm a family-oriented person, so I just focus on my
family. I keep things very simple, I do not complicate things

You have been recognised as a visionary in Al and have made significant
contributions to the field. What inspired you to pursue a career in artificial
intelligence?

During my college days, I developed a deep fascination with the Linux
operating system. After being introduced to it in the college lab, Linux quickly
became my preferred OS. When I got my own desktop, I promptly replaced
the Windows OS with Linux, driven by my curiosity. However, navigating
Linux's command line was challenging for me as a novice user. This period
turned into a crash course in troubleshooting, log analysis, and problem-
solving - essential skills for effectively using Linux. My struggles sparked an
interest in cybersecurity and professional hacking, cultivating a mindset
focused on research, development, and meticulous analysis.

My journey then took an unexpected turn towards Al, where the emphasis
on data analysis resonated with my prior experiences. My affinity for chess,
with its strategic data analysis, further honed my analytical abilities. After
graduating, as I delved into automation and machine learning projects, I found
myself increasingly drawn towards the field of Al. Despite using Windows for
work obligations, my heart remains with the Linux operating system.

You mentioned Chess, and how it is one of the factors in your journey in Al
and problem solving. You also have a blog where you write about technical
events, such as conferences. Growing up, did you always envision yourself
working in the technology industry, or did you have other career
aspirations?




al actually wanted to pursue my degree in literature, and then I moved to
science because my parents wanted me to do science, but my interest was in
Hindi literature specifically. I am very passionate about poetry and novels. I
haven'’t read literature in a long time, it's mostly technical articles I read now.

Q Is there a specific novel recommendation you can give?

al have read Vivekanand books and I used to like Ramdhari Singh Dinkar’s
poems.

Q How do you stay updated with the latest trends and advancements in AI?

al appreciate the smart minds of my coworkers. We encourage new ideas,
talking about advancements in our field. Working together keeps us all
updated on the latest technology. While I'm at work, I learn from my friends
and we stay modern. Outside my job, I still strive for knowledge. I look through
reports from major conferences. On Twitter and LinkedIn, I follow Al
companies and research centers. I speak at conferences frequently, listening
to other leaders. I join webinars by experts. I monitor government rules about
Al too. Reading, social media, events, and webinars - I do them all to keep
learning. Apart from that, I also listen to podcasts. They explain complex
topics in plain ways. I advocate for attending local events for students.
Ultimately I believe that staying updated demands genuine interest and
enthusiasm. It's crucial to understand why you're pursuing knowledge in a
specific field and how it aligns with your aspirations. Passion, combined with a
fondness for technology.

Who are some of the individuals, outside of the tech world, who have
inspired or influenced you the most, and why?

My family is my primary source of inspiration. Growing up with my parents, I
learned valuable lessons through observation, just like how Machine Learning
operates. Their actions and behaviors shaped my values, motivations, and
ability to navigate life's challenges. While I've gained insights from others, my
parents remain my greatest influencers. Your values, your inspirations, your
motivation, the ability to handle situations, and your empathy, everything
comes from your family initially. Teachers also play a significant role in guiding
and shaping individuals, sometimes even more than parents, if they possess
exceptional qualities.




Family and relationships often play a significant role in shaping our lives.
How do you prioritize spending time with loved ones amidst your busy
schedule?

al don't consider myself busy as my work is my passion, allowing me to enjoy

my 8-9 hour workdays. Afterward, I prioritize spending time with my family,
that is my wife and parents, with whom I am very close. My parents, despite
living in different cities, we always make sure to connect through phone calls.
While my friend circle is small, our connections are intimate. We meet
monthly or connect via calls, seamlessly picking up where we left off, even
after periods of disconnect. This balance between work and personal life is key
to my well-being.

On our previous call you mentioned that you should give something to your
country. Coming to that point, I would like to ask, you're also passionate
about non-profit collaborations and educational initiatives. What drives this
passion, and how do you balance these commitments with your other
responsibilities?

a Firstly, it's essential to maintain a balance between passion and family time by
effectively managing one's schedule and making thoughtful decisions.
Prioritizing based on personal vision and goals is key amid various demands
for guidance and attention. Personally, I'm driven by connecting with others
and contributing to initiatives with potential for meaningful change. Starting
with individual connections allows for effective time management and
understanding of operational processes. Engaging in industry initiatives
facilitates broader networking opportunities. Moreover, 1 strongly believe in
giving back to society by sharing knowledge and experiences. This cycle of
exploration, learning, and sharing collectively contributes to tangible progress
and growth for both individuals and communities.

Could you share any initiatives you've spearheaded within Fujitsu
specifically focused on the educational domain?

I do work in the education domain, under Fujitsu and other industry initiatives.
I work, maybe not at the college level or through some NGO, but mostly at the
country level. I said that we should start small, but as I have that reach, I try to
utilize that and bring change to larger communities.




You've had the opportunity to mentor students and professionals from
diverse backgrounds. Is there a specific mentoring experience that stands
out to you as particularly rewarding or impactful?

a Yes, of course. A few years back I was mentoring 3 college students on a
quantum inspired project. The students were very new to this field, but they
were eager to learn and do the internship, and they were brilliant with the
knowledge they had. When a competition was announced on "Top Coder,"
focusing on Al and quantum topics, they started learning it, and started doing
optimized coding related to quantum. They were listed in the global top 20,
and in that moment, I felt that if you have knowledge in any particular domain,
if you receive correct guidance in the early stages, you can achieve good
success in it.This was my first time mentoring college students. I had
mentored industry people, but even I was new to mentoring college students,
and this experience is one that I will never forget. Since then, I have continued
to mentor college students more often, not one to one but, of course, through
some channels.

Often, there seems to be a misconception regarding the distinction between
stress and hard work. In your perspective, what differentiates stress from
hard work

a Stress is something that comes when you don't like what you are doing or
when you are not able to manage your time. There might be some external
factors as well. There is a saying, “Swarg kahi par hai toh vo Ghar par hai." It
means that if you have a balanced and supportive family, they will always
strengthen you, and I am fortunate to have a very supportive family that helps
me overcome any stressful situations. When it comes to hard work, you
should have a combination of hard work and smart work. You must focus on
your task and doing it on time, do not delay it. Delaying is what will give you
stress and will result in making you do hard work. Sometimes you need to
choose between hard work and smart work; time plays a very important part
in this. Getting the work done is more important than how it is done, at such
times, smart work is more important than hard work. So it is important to
have a combination of hard work and smart work.
